establishes the fee.  She said Mr. Freeman will draft the resolution and the remainder of 
documents for review at the August 3rd workshop and approval on August 8th.  She stated if 
Council approves the resolution and bond documents, Mr. Freeman will prepare the 
documents necessary to close the week of August 12th.   
 
Mrs. Smith explained Mr. Freeman’s fee is $20,000, which is stated in the contract.  She 
stated the total issuance for this bond will be $30,000.  She said $20,000 for bond counselor, 
$5,000 City attorney review and $5,000 for BB&T’s legal department review.  She stated 
the total cost of $30,000 will be financed into the life of the loan.  
 
Councilman Winkler asked which City attorney will be reviewing the loan documents.  
 
Mrs. Smith replied Andrew Hand.  She said he provided a quote for his services. 
 
Mrs. Bowne explained he is the attorney Council has hired.  She said Council agreed to 
retain Attorney Cassady to finalize several items and avoid the additional cost in bringing 
Attorney Hand up to speed. 
 
Mrs. Smith explained due to Attorney Hand’s contract not having a “fixed cost”, he would 
charge his hourly rate, estimated at $5,000 for the review.   
 
Councilman Hancock said he thought BB&T would not require any legal services.   
 
Mrs. Smith stated they require legal review of the documents prepared by the City’s Bond 
Counsel. 
 
Mrs. Smith explained this contract covers anything the Bond Counsel may be called upon to 
do.  She said the City had a general service agreement in 2012.  However, Attorney Hand 
recommended updating the contract with a fixed price and timeframe. 
 
Councilman Hancock addressed Item #4 and said it speaks to limited assistance in the 
preparation of the official statement for the bonds, if they are publically offered.  He said 
these are not publically offered. 
 
Mrs. Smith stated they are not.  She said the bank will hold them for their portfolio.  She 
stated Item #4 isn’t applicable and would only be applicable to a general obligation bond 
which encumbers ad valorem taxes.  She said this agreement is for any kind of bonding the 
City would desire to enter into. 
 
Councilman Hancock stated the bond closing firm will be paid $20,000 upon successful 
completion, and if not, we pay an hourly rate for their efforts.   
 
Mrs. Smith replied yes.  She explained rolling the cost of issuance into the bond document. 
She said we have to maintain a certain level of revenues, establish a debt service reserve and 
set aside 1/12th of our annual payment into that reserve.  She stated the City will not pledge 
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anything against the revenues without their consent.  She said the bank wants to make sure 
they are protected.   
 
Mrs. Bowne said Mr. Freeman offered to attend today’s meeting to answer any questions 
Council may have regarding the agreement, but because this is a standard agreement, she 
didn’t think it would be necessary.  She stated he will be present at the next workshop for 
any questions Council may have in reference to the resolution funding document. 
 
Councilman Hancock asked if there would be any issues with Mr. Freeman meeting the 
deadlines.  Mrs. Smith replied no.  She said the bank didn’t anticipate the interest would 
change very much if we didn’t meet that deadline.  She said when she spoke to Mr. Freeman, 
he seemed very confident in meeting the closing date of August 12th.  
 
Mrs. Bowne suggested scheduling Mr. Freeman for the Wednesday workshop.  
 
Mrs. Bowne asked Council when making motion to consider this document, to include 
specific direction to staff with regard to utilizing the attorney and rolling the costs into the 
loan. 
 
Mrs. Bowne stated Vice-Mayor Green was unable to attend tonight’s meeting and requested 
she read the following email: 
 

 
 
Councilman Dillon moved the Mayor be authorized to sign Agreement #AGR2016-34 in the 
amount of $20,000 with Bryant Miller Olive payable through the bond proceeds.  
Councilman Hancock seconded the motion and extended the motion to accept the closing 
costs of $5,000 expected from BB&T, $5,000 for City Attorney review, and accept the 
maximum $30,000 total closing cost to be rolled into the life of the bond refinance.   
 
Mrs. Smith stated because Attorney Hand provided an estimate for review, she would send 
him an email stating it was Council’s decision to only pay up to $5,000. 
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The vote was taken.  The vote was 4-0. 
 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 2 – FLORIDA FIBER RESPONSE TO CITY’S PROPOSED 
SETTLEMENT OF OUTSTANDING CHARGES 
Council and staff engaged in lengthy discussion regarding the rent price and space.  
Councilman Dillon said he interpreted Florida Fiber’s response as a way to force the City 
into a long term lease because they want to apply all monies owed to them for future rents.  
He agrees with Councilman Hancock in that the City needs to pay all that is owed to Florida 
Fiber, and he feels this is an issue we have allowed to happen.  He said first we allowed it 
with Florida Cable and if we enter into settlement with Florida Fiber, we are doing the same 
thing.  He said we need to put them on notice.   
 
Mayor Whitt stated he was taken back with their proposal.  He thought there was an amicable 
feeling, at least when Mr. Orshan came to talk with Council.   
 
Councilman Hancock read the following email he sent to council members and Mrs. Bowne: 
 

 
 
Councilman Hancock stated the City should pay for services used and settle it in “good 
faith”, then go after whatever we think FFN owes the City.  
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Councilman Dillon suggested the Council direct Attorney Hand to proceed with either 
eviction or notice to vacate. 
 
Councilman Hancock suggested the Interim City Manager and Finance Director make a final 
determination of what FFN owes the City and have legal counsel prepare an invoice with a 
cover letter from the attorney. 
 
Mrs. Smith said she would confirm what the City owes FFN, using the date of September 1, 
2015, the date Florida Fiber Networks bought Florida Cable.  
 
Council and staff engaged in lengthy discussion regarding the amounts due by both parties. 
 
Councilman Hancock reiterated the City should pay whatever is owed to FFN because it is 
their legal obligation, and if FFN walks away and never pays, then they are a bad debt.   
 
Mrs. Smith discussed reserves and stated the public safety building fund has approximately 
$13,400 in emergency reserves and approximately $2,000 in the capital replacement reserve 
due to the sale of surplus property. 
 
Councilman Hancock said he would be fine with taking what is owed from reserves, and 
asked Mr. Smith if the City should be searching for a new internet service provider.   
 
Mr. Smith explained the City has Comcast as a backup, but it’s not an “ideal” vendor due to 
their internet speed being 1/5th of what the City is receiving through FFN.   
 
Councilman Hancock suggested the following two (2) motions: 
  

Direct the Finance Director and the Interim City Manager to prepare a final 
calculation of what the City owes FFN for the services we have used, and settled 
with the operator. 

 
Direct the Finance Director and the Interim City Manager to prepare a final 
determination of what the operator owes the City, invoice the operator, and have 
the City’s legal counsel pursue eviction in the necessary manner.  

 
Councilman Hancock recommended the City Attorney send the bill and a cover letter to 
FFN, demanding payment and vacancy of the building. 
 
Council and staff engaged in brief discussion regarding their distrust of FFN. 
 
Mrs. Bowne stated she reached out to FFN as a courtesy to let them know Council would be 
discussing this issue and did not hear back from them.  
 
Councilman Dillon stated the City has shown, we accept the financial obligations owed as 
with UAB, BB&T and now FFN.  
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Mr. Smith asked if they pay what is owed, would Council still proceed with the eviction. 
 
Council and staff engaged in brief discussion and determined it would not make a difference.  
 
Councilman Dillon stated he is not willing to enter into a long-term lease with FFN.   
 
Councilman Hancock stated the City would prefer to offer a one or two year lease until the 
City decides the desired use of the building.  
 
Mr. Smith stated his concerns if the City evicts FFN regarding the impact to businesses and 
residents who have their service.  He said from an economic standpoint, attracting business 
should be considered. 
 
Councilman Hancock stated he not opposed to allowing them time to relocate.  
 
Mrs. Bowne stated the City Attorney may be able to advise the Council regarding legal 
requirements under FCC we may have to comply with. 
 
Councilman Hancock moved to direct the Interim City Manager and the Finance Director 
confirm the amount the City of Dunnellon owes the operator for services used and process 
the payment.  Councilman Dillon seconded.   
 
There was no further discussion.  
 
The vote was taken and all were in favor.  The vote was 4-0. 
 
Councilman Hancock moved to have the City Attorney be involved with final billing to the 
operator from the City of Dunnellon based on information derived from the Finance Director 
and Interim City Manager; and, bill operator with a cover letter outlining the payment due; 
and; advise operator to make arrangements to vacate the building.  Councilman Dillon 
seconded.  
 
Mayor Whitt asked if Council would like to place a time-line on this.  Councilman Hancock 
stated he would defer to the attorney.  
 
Council and staff engaged in brief discussion and agreed to abide with no further contact or 
communication with FFN.  The motion was modified to request the City Attorney include a 
statement in the letter directing FFN to contact him for future communications.  
 
The vote was taken and all were in favor.  The vote was 4-0. 
 
Mrs. Bowne read the following from Vice-Mayor Green’s email dated Tuesday, July 19, 
2016:  “I am in agreement and support the proposal submitted by Mrs. Jan Smith, Finance 
Officer, City of Dunnellon dated July 12, 2016 addressed to Mr. David Orshan, Florida 
Fiber Networks, LLC.  Mr. Orshan’s counter proposal is unacceptable.” 
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Council Comments 
Mayor Whitt reported on the Withlacoochee Basin and Economic Development Compact 
and the BMAP Plan.  
 
Councilman Hancock reported on UAB meeting, budgets and the County acquiring the 
utility systems. 
 
Council and staff engaged in brief discussion regarding Marion County Utility. 
 
Mrs. Bowne discussed adopting of the CRA amendment by ordinance rather than by 
resolution.  She stated a special council meeting will be scheduled prior to the August 3rd 
workshop for the first reading, and the final adoption will be during the August 8th special 
council meeting. 
 
Council and staff engaged in discussion regarding the budget.  Mrs. Smith stated she will 
provide a schedule for the budget workshops.  She said the first workshop will be held on 
Tuesday, August 2, 2016 for the general fund.  A budget workshop for utilities will be held 
on August 10, 2016.  
 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 3 – ADJOURN 
At approximately 12:24 p.m. Councilman Dillon moved the July 19, 2016 Special City 
Council meeting be adjourned. Councilman Hancock seconded.  All members voted in favor.

Mayor Whitt gaveled down and stated, “It is now 5:13 p.m. and I close the regular meeting 
and open the public hearing to discuss: 
               
Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program (FRDAP) Grant Application for Blue 
Run of Dunnellon Park, posted on the City’s website on July 22, 2016 and in the Riverland 
News on July 28, 2016.” 
 
Jim Couillard provided the following PowerPoint presentation: 
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Mr. Couillard explained the City of Dunnellon is considering applying to the Florida 
Recreation Development Assistance Program (FRDAP) for a grant to fund improvements to 
include a restroom facility for Blue Run of Dunnellon Park located in the City of Dunnellon 
at 19680 E. Pennsylvania Avenue.  The estimated project cost is $300,000.  The grant 
requires matching funds. If the City is awarded the grant, FRDAP would provide $150,000 
toward the construction.  Marion County would fund $120,000 and City of Dunnellon will 
fund $30,000 toward the design phase from the Community Redevelopment Trust Fund. He 
explained a resolution would be required from the City stating the City of Dunnellon is 
allowing Marion County to provide matching funds to help the community. 
 
Mr. Couillard discussed other funding options.  He stated there may be additional funds from 
the Visitors & Convention Bureau (VCB)/Tourism Development Council (TDC). 
 
Mr. Couillard said the purpose of this meeting is to discuss the project and get Council’s 
approval for the County to proceed with the grant application.  
 
Council and staff engaged in brief discussion regarding the current interlocal agreement for 
Blue Run Park.   
 
Mr. Couillard explained the agreement is for 10 years and thereafter, automatically renewed 
for an additional ten (10) years unless terminated by mutual consent of both parties.  
 
Councilman Dillon address the subject of the City receiving revenue from KP Hole.  Mr. 
Couillard stated he is not aware of any conversations regarding that subject, and the question 
should be directed to the Marion County Board of County Commissioners. 
 
Mayor Whitt stated if the proposed CRA amendment is approved, the $30,000 pledged for 
the project would not have to be reimbursed to the CRA fund. 
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Mrs. Bowne stated the Capital Improvement Plan should outline the project for Dunnellon, 
which it does not.

Mrs. Bowne announced for the record the agenda for this meeting was posted on the 
City’s website and City Hall bulletin board on Monday, June 27, 2016. 
 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 1 – REVIEW FISCAL YEAR 2016/2017 PROPOSED 
FIRE/RESCUE AND POLICE DEPARTMENT BUDGET 
Mrs. Bowne provided a brief overview of the backup presented, all of which is attached 
hereto and made a part of these minutes. 
 
POLICE OPERATING & CAPITAL BUDGETS 
Chief McQuaig reviewed the proposed Police Department Budget.  There was much 
discussion with regard to staffing level at the Police Department and the need for 
additional officers, one to be assigned specifically to traffic control and issuing citations.  
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Chief McQuaig stated the proposal reflects what he feels to be a fully staffed department, 
which includes four additional officers and one additional staff assistant. 
 
Councilman Hancock explained the purpose of this process is to analyze and identify 
whether or not the City can afford to continue operating the fire and police departments, 
versus contracting with Marion County.  He stated this is the reason there are two 
proposals.  One being “status-quo” and one being a “wish list,” which provides for ideal 
staffing and capital in the departments. Councilman Hancock also explained the status of 
the proposed fire assessment that would take effect in 2018. 
 
Mrs. Bowne discussed benefit renewals, and stated the proposed budget reflects a 10% 
increase in health premiums.  She further explained her office is compiling a benefit 
survey of similar cities and the same will be provided to Council once complete. 
 
After further discussion among Council and staff, Vice-Mayor Green offered the 
audience an opportunity to ask questions. 
 
Mary Ann Hilton asked which proposed budget is comparable to County services.  
Councilman Hancock explained the “correct” budget he referred to is the one that 
provides for adequate staffing and capital in order to provide the best possible service to 
the residents.  Chief McQuaig explained the Dunnellon Police Department response times 
for emergencies, burglary and non-emergency calls is 4.3 minutes, as compared to 17.91 
minutes for Marion County in the Dunnellon area. 
 
Councilman Dillon suggested using the City Manager SUV in place of one of the 
vehicles in the Police Capital Budget. 
 
FIRE/RESCUE OPERATING & CAPITAL BUDGETS 
Chief Slattery reviewed the proposed Fire Department Budget and explained how salaries 
are calculated based on utilizing part-time/pooled employees and volunteers. 
 
Councilman Dillon inquired about fire inspections.  Chief Slattery explained he projects 
approximately 240 per year at a minimum of $65.00 each, and any structure over 3,000 sf 
is a minimum of $100.00 per inspection. 
 
Councilman Dillon asked if there would be a fine imposed on someone who does not 
have an annual inspection, and how would this be tracked.  Chief Slattery explained there 
is no enforcement currently in place to impose a fine, and this would need to be 
addressed.  Mrs. Bowne explained she and her staff will be working to tie the inspections 
to business tax receipts. 
 
With regard to bunker gear, Mrs. Smith stated there is a possibility that this can be 
capitalized.  She explained Marion County capitalizes all bunker gear and she will be 
researching this possibility further. 
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There was much discussion regarding the proposed fire assessment and the required 
study.   
 
Councilman Winkler inquired about mutual aid with Marion County.  Chief Slattery 
explained Florida State Statute requires mutual aid among neighboring cities and 
counties.  He stated approximately 15% of the total calls are outside of the city limits. 
 
Councilman Dillon inquired about providing non-medical transport.  Chief Slattery 
explained the process and stated startup cost is very expensive and the City may not 
qualify to provide this service.  He said he would further investigate the feasibility of this 
option.  
 
Vice-Mayor Green stated he wonders if Marion County understands the financial 
constraints facing the City and the cost involved in providing city services outside of the 
corporate limits.  Chief Slattery explained the County is also facing financial difficulties 
in the fire department. He explained the availability of units when on a call, and stated 
Marion County also responds within the City when necessary and possible.  There was 
much discussion with regard to mutual aid and response times. 
 
Councilman Hancock commended staff’s effort to develop this budget.  However, he 
stated the greatest challenge is staffing.  He said based on historical overtime expense, 
staffing has been, and remains inadequate. Chief Slattery explained the department’s 
staffing plan and additional efforts to recruit volunteers. 
 
Councilman Dillon stated the majority of calls are non-residential involving traffic, and 
he feels the ideal structure is to have a Chief/Volunteer fire department, and contract with 
Marion County.  He said he feels it is unfair to ask the tax payers to pay for service being 
provided to residents of Marion and Citrus Counties. Chief Slattery explained the 
importance of response times regarding medical emergency calls. 
 
Chief Slattery discussed projected revenues in the budget. 
 
Councilman Hancock discussed the one cent sales tax. 
 
Mrs. Smith proposed establishing the capital threshold of $1,000.00 and capitalizing the 
bunker gear.   
 
There was much discussion regarding capital items and transfers from reserves into the 
budget, versus transfer at the time of purchase, and the allocation of sales tax revenue.  
 
Mrs. Smith stated the percentage is at the discretion of the City, although the revenue can 
only be allocated to Fire, Police and Roads and Streets. 
 
Mrs. Smith advised Council she would be presenting millage rate options at the next 
meeting and explained the process of establishing the rate.  
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Councilman Hancock applauded Chief Slattery in his efforts to develop the proposed 
budget and suggested moving forward with his application and promotion to Fire Chief. 
 
Mrs. Bowne explained as Interim Manager, she has the authority to make the 
appointment, although she wanted to afford Council the opportunity to provide input and 
ask questions before moving forward.  She stated Chief Slattery has been serving in the 
Interim position for approximately eight months and has served the City well.  
 
Chief Slattery thanked the Council and discussed his length of service and experience 
with the City and cooperative efforts with other city staff to effectively operate the 
department. 
 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 2 – PUBLIC COMMENTS 
Patricia Slattery, 19784 SW 93rd Lane, spoke in favor of keeping a City operated Fire 
Department.  She also commented on fire inspections, bunker gear, tourism, medical 
transport and response times.  
 
Frank Martin, Fire Department Employee, spoke in favor of keeping a City operated Fire 
Department and promoting Interim Chief Slattery. 
 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 3 – COUNCIL COMMENTS 
Councilman Hancock reported on the BB&T refinance and reducing the balloon payment 
to a 10 year affordable payment plan with no additional debt or interest with the 
exception of bond counsel.  Councilman Dillon applauded Councilman Hancock’s efforts 
in bringing this to fruition.   
 
Mrs. Bowne stated she will be working with Mrs. Smith to acquire bond counsel and 
finalize the documents for presentation to Council.

SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT   

THIS SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into this 

______ day of September 2016, by and between the CITY OF DUNNELLON, FLORIDA, a 

Florida municipal corporation (the “City”), whose address is 20750 River Drive, Dunnellon, 

Florida 34431, and FLORIDA FIBER NETWORKS, LLC (“FFN”), 301 South Collins Street, 

Suite 105, Plant City, Florida 33563, collectively known as (the “Parties”). 

 

WHEREAS, in September of 2015, FFN came into possession of approximately 978 sq. ft of 

the City-owned property located at _____________ without a lease; and 

WHEREAS, the parties agree that FFN owes the City rent for use of the property, building-

related expenses and Duke Energy depositother charges; and 

 WHEREAS, the parties agree that the City owes FFN for communication services provided 

to the City prior to and up to June 30, 2016; and  

WHEREAS, on July 12, 2016, under the direction of City Council, the City’s finance 

officer sent a letter to Florida Fiber Networks, LLC to resolve all outstanding balances between 

the City and Florida Fiber Networks, LLC and set the amounts due to a zero balance.  A copy of 

the letter is attached hereto as Exhibit “A;” and 

WHEREAS, Florida Fiber wishes to accept the City’s offer as set out in the July 12, 

2016 letter and set the balance due to each Party in the amount of $0.00 as of June 30, 2016; and 

WHEREAS, the parties have come to an agreement regarding balances due to each other 

for July and August 2016 and wish to make payment for these debts in full.  

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises hereof, the recitals above and of 

the mutual covenants set forth herein, the parties hereby agree as follows: 

 1. Recitals:  The recitals above are true and correct and incorporated herein. 

2. The Parties hereby agree that all debts owed or alleged to be owed to each other

incurred prior to June 30, 2016 are settled in full as of the date of June 30, 2016 and neither Party 

owes at this time, or shall owe any monetary balance to the other prior to this date.   

3. Upon execution of this Agreement, City agrees to pay FFN $599.90 for all 

communication services rendered in the months of July and August, 2016 in full.   

4. Upon execution of this Agreement, FFN agrees to pay City $1666.52 for use of 

the building in July and August, 2016 in full.  

5. Upon execution of this Agreement and receipt of the sums specified herein, the 

Parties agree that ALL outstanding debts due to either Party from the other are fully satisfied as 

of August 31, 2016.   

6. The Parties shall execute a mutual general release identical to the mutual general 

release form attached hereto as Exhibit “B” for any potential or future claims relating to any balances 

due which may be alleged to be due prior to August 31, 2016.  

7. At all times that the City utilizes services from FFN in the future, FFN guarantees 

that it will offer the City communication services at prices consistent with service charges for 

other business customers.  

7. Entire Agreement:  This Agreement supersedes any other agreements, oral or 

written, and contains the entire agreement among the Parties as to the subject matter hereof. 

8. Third-Party Rights:  This Agreement is not a third-party beneficiary contract and 

shall not in any way whatsoever create any rights on behalf of any third-party.

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LEASE AGREEMENT 

#LEA2016-02 

 THIS LEASE AGREEMENT (“Lease” or “Agreement”) is entered into this _____ day 

of ___________, 2016, by and between the City of Dunnellon (“Landlord” or “City”), whose 

address is 20750 River Drive, Dunnellon, Florida 34431, and Florida Fiber Networks, LLC, 

(“Tenant” or “FFN”), whose principal address is 301 South Collins Street, Suite 105, Plant City, 

Florida 33563.  

1. DURATION OF THE AGREEMENT. 

 FFN’s lease of the Premises shall commence on September 1, 2016, and shall continue 

for a term of one (1) year until August 31, 2017, (“Term of Agreement”) unless sooner 

terminated as described in this Agreement.  

2. PREMISES.    

 

a. In consideration of the rents, covenants, and agreements contained in this Lease, the 

sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged by both parties, the City leases to FFN, 

and FFN leases from the City, portions of a building on real property owned by the 

City and located in Marion County, more particularly described as: 

Lots 467, 468, and 484, of Plat Book A, Page 174, of the Public Records 

of Marion County, Florida. 

b. The portions of the building which are hereby leased to FFN are depicted as Exhibit 

“A” attached hereto and made a part of this Agreement. The portion of the building to 

be leased by FFN shall be referred to in this Agreement as “the Premises.”  

 

c. The Parties agree that the Premises comprises a total of approximately 978 sq.ft. 

 

d. FFN shall share with the City access to and use of the following parts of the building 

or property not located in the Premises: existing parking lot, restrooms, any air 

conditioning, electric, water, and wastewater components, and any access to the 

building to reasonably maintain the building in accordance with paragraph 11 of this 

Agreement.  

 

e. The City shall have reasonable access to the following portions located on the 

Premises: 8.75 sq.ft. air conditioning closet, 4 sq.ft. rack space reserved for the City’s 

exclusive use in the head-end room (unless the City’s equipment currently within the 

rack space is removed by City), restrooms, any electric, water, and wastewater 

components, and any access to the Premises to reasonably maintain the building in 

accordance with paragraph 11 of this Agreement.  
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3. UNDERSTANDING OF THE PARTIES. 

The City and FFN have inspected the Premises, and the Parties agree that the Premises 

are in good and habitable condition prior to execution of this Agreement.  The Parties understand 

that the building in which the Premises are located is currently intended to be used by the City 

for a variety of mixed uses.  Therefore, it is the intent of the Parties to mutually cooperate with 

each other to share the space in a cooperative, cordial, and mutually beneficial manner.  

4. RENT. 

  a.        The rental payments provided for herein shall be due and payable by FFN in 

advance on the first day of each month for which said rentals are due. FFN shall pay the City 

Monthly Rent for the Premises in the amount of $782.40. The first monthly rent payment 

shall therefore be due on September 1, 2016 or on the date that this Lease is fully executed. 

 

             b. If advance rental payment is not made payable to the City on or before the fifth 

day of any month that this lease is in effect, then the rental payment shall be considered late and 

the rental payment amount due for that month shall increase by 10% to $860.64.   

c.  If advance rental payment is not made payable to the City on or before the tenth 

day of any month, then FFN shall be in material breach of this Lease.   

 d.  The City may, at its option, notify FFN at any time during the term of this Lease 

Agreement that the City shall deduct, on an on-going basis until further notice by the City, the 

amount of Monthly Rent from any payments due to FFN for use of FFN’s services. Upon such 

notification, FFN shall ensure that its statements to the City reflect a credit for the Monthly Rent 

due. If the City notifies FFN that it no longer desires to have Monthly Rent deducted from the 

City’s payments due to FFN, FFN shall pay the City the Monthly Rent pursuant to the terms of 

this Agreement, and the statements to the City will no longer reflect a credit for Monthly Rent.  

Other than this option exercisable by the City, Nno moneys due to either party for services 

or rent shall be netted.  

5.        NOTICE. 

            All rent payable and notices given to the City under this Agreement shall be paid and 

given at 20750 River Drive, Dunnellon, Florida 34431, or such other address as the City shall 

specify in writing.  All notices given under this Agreement to FFN or any successor, 

assignee, or sublessee shall be given at 301 South Collins Street, Suite 105, Plant City, 

Florida 33563, or such other address as FFN shall specify in writing.   

 

Any notice properly mailed by registered mail, postage prepaid, shall be deemed delivered 48 

hours after mailed, whether received or not.  FFN shall notify the City in writing who the 

current Chief Executive Officer of FFN is and who the appropriate person to receive notices 

from the City is within thirty days of any change in such positions.  
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6.         UTILITIES AND OPERATING EXPENSES.  

 FFN shall pay all operating expenses and utilities for the building in which the Premises 

are located regardless of additional occupancy, including but not limited to: water, electric, 

sewage, stormwater and waste removal during the Term of this Agreement.    

7.         INSURANCE. 

             a.        The City shall keep the building in which the Premises are located insured against 

loss by fire or casualty with extended coverage in an amount of not less than the replacement 

value of the building. 

            b.       FFN shall at all times and at its sole expense maintain public liability insurance 

policies on the Premises with limits of at least $2,000,000.00 (Two Million Dollars) for 

personal injury, death and property damage, with waiver of subrogation against the 

City.  The City shall be entitled to require an increase in the coverage limits required under 

this subparagraph by written notice to FFN, provided that any increase shall be reasonable 

and consistent with prevailing market coverage limits for similarly situated properties and 

activities.  Said public liability policies shall carry both the names of the City and FFN as 

named insured.  FFN shall provide the City with a certificate evidencing the public liability 

and insurance coverage at the time this Agreement is entered into and shall provide such 

certificate annually thereafter or upon the renewal dates of said policies.  FFN shall keep all 

receipts showing payment of premiums were made on or before each premium due date.   All 

policies required to be obtained by FFN shall contain a provision that the company writing 

said policy will provide the City thirty (30) days notice in writing in advance of any 

cancellation or lapse or the effective date of any reduction in the amounts of insurance.   All 

policies shall be written as primary policies, not contributing with and not in excess of any 

coverage which the City may carry. 

 

              c.         FFN shall be solely responsible for maintaining insurance against loss by fire and 

other casualty on its furniture, fixtures, inventory, equipment, supplies, and other personal 

property. 

           d.          FFN agrees to, and shall at all times, indemnify, defend and hold the City 

harmless from and against any and all liability, loss, claim, suit, damage, charge or expense 

which the City may suffer, sustain, incur, or in any way be subjected to, on account of death of 

or injury to any person whomsoever and damage to or loss of or destruction of any property 

whatsoever, arising from, or in any way connected with, upon, or at the Premises, or the 

occupancy or use by FFN of the Premises or any part of the property upon which the Premises 

are located, or occasioned wholly or in part by any act or omission of FFN, its employees, 

customers, or other parties not under the direct supervision of the City.  In case the City shall be 

made a party to any claim or litigation for death or injury to person or damage to or loss of 

property commenced by FFN or anyone else against the City arising out of FFN’s use or 

occupancy, then FFN shall defend, indemnify, and hold the City harmless and shall pay all costs, 

expenses and reasonable attorneys’ fees of the City’s attorneys incurred or paid by the City in 

connection with such claim or litigation within thirty (30) days of receipt of any invoice 

pertaining thereto.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, in no event shall FFN be required to

indemnify, defend or hold the City harmless from any liability, loss, claim, suit, damage, charge 

or expense that is proximately caused by the intentional or negligent act or omission of the City.  

            e.        FFN will pay for any and all applicable workers’ compensation insurance for any 

and all employees of FFN as may be required by Florida Law. 

 f.      FFN, its successors, sublessees, and assigns, shall be responsible, at no cost to the 

City, for any remediation of any hazardous substances on the Premises or any part of the 

property upon which the Premises are located, caused by FFN, its agents, successors, sublessees 

and assigns.  FFN shall use bonded contractors to perform any remediation work required by this 

section.  Such remediation shall be completed promptly and in accordance with all applicable 

laws.  In no event shall FFN be responsible for remediation of any hazardous substances on the 

Premises or any part of the property upon which the Premises are located, caused by the City, its 

agents, successors or assigns. 

8.        TAXES AND ASSESSMENTS. 

             Any sales, use, or rental tax on rents due hereunder and taxes charged or levied against 

FFN’s personal property, including furniture, fixtures and equipment in the Premises shall be 

timely paid by FFN.  In the event that any real property taxes shall become payable during the 

term of this Agreement, said taxes shall be timely paid by FFN. 

9. BEST INTERESTS. 

 Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, FFN shall not perform any action that 

conflicts with the best interests of the City of Dunnellon as such interests are determined in the 

reasonable discretion of the City Council. 

10.      USE OF PREMISES. 

 a. FFN shall use the Premises to conduct business exclusively as a sales and office 

facility and system location for the fiber-to-home telecommunications network system 

(“System”) to provide telecommunication services to customers in the City and certain 

unincorporated areas outside the corporate limits of the City.  

b. Any use of the Premises by FFN other than the uses expressly described 

herein, without prior written consent of the City Council in writing, shall constitute a 

material breach under the terms of this Agreement.   

 

c. FFN agrees to conduct its business in a proper manner and neither to do nor 

suffer anything to be done to the detriment of said Premises or any part of the property upon 

which the Premises are located, nor to permit any waste, reasonable wear and tear excepted, 

nor to permit said Premises or any part of the property upon which the Premises are located 

to be used for any illegal purpose.  FFN shall not allow any restrictions or conditions which 

would run with the land to be placed on the Premises or any part of the property upon which 

the Premises are located without the prior written approval of the City Council.   
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11.      REPAIR AND CARE OF PREMISES.  

a.    Maintenance by the City.  Except to the extent responsible for all or a portion of 11.b. 

expressly assigned herein to FFN, the City shall be responsible for maintenance, repair and 

replacement of the following:  

 (i) maintain, repair, and replace as necessary the lawn and landscaping, 

exterior lights for the Premises and any part of the property upon which 

the Premises are located;  

(ii) maintain, repair, and replace as necessary the grounds, pathways, 

driveways and parking area in a safe condition for the Premises and any 

part of the property upon which the Premises are located; 

(iii) maintain, repair, and replace as necessary the burglar and fire alarm 

systems of the property upon which the Premises are located, with the 

exception of those located within the Premises;  

(iv) incur all costs associated with insect and pest extermination including 

termite inspection and extermination. 

 

(v) repair roofs when there is evidence of leaks and replace same at the end of 

useful life; 

(vi) maintain, repair, and replace as necessary structural walls and other 

exterior and interior structural elements of the building (collectively, the 

“structural elements”); however, in the event that damage is caused and/or 

existing damage is discovered to any of the structural elements which 

damage would render the subject structure uninhabitable or would require 

repair or replacement costs totaling more than thirty percent of the tax-

appraised value of the applicable structures, the City shall assess the 

nature and extent of the damage, the availability of insurance proceeds and 

the feasibility of remedying the damage by repair or replacement.  After 

assessing the nature and extent of the damage and the availability of 

insurance proceeds, City Council may, in its reasonable discretion, 

determine if the structural elements or any portion thereof shall be 

repaired or replaced.  Upon determination whether the structural elements 

or any portion thereof are to be repaired or replaced, the City shall notify 

FFN of such determination in writing.  

 

(vii) maintain, repair, and replace as necessary all exterior windows and 

exterior doors; 

 

(viii) repair or replace when necessary the main utility switches, lines, and 

valves serving the Premises and the property upon which the Premises are 

located; 

(viii) inspect all fire sprinklers and extinguishers;  
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(ix) all interior and exterior components, elements and ducts of the heating and 

central air conditioning equipment, ventilation system, and replace as 

necessary controls, air handlers, and compressors. 

 

b.  Maintenance by FFN.  During the term of this Agreement, FFN shall be 

responsible for maintenance, repair and replacement of the following:  

(i) all interior components and elements of the electrical system of the 

Premises and any part of the property upon which the Premises are 

located; 

 

(ii) all interior components and elements of the plumbing system of the 

Premises and any part of the property upon which the Premises are 

located; 

 

(iii) maintain, repair, and replace as necessary the burglar and fire alarm 

systems of the Premises in which the system is located. 

 

12. RESPONSIBILITY FOR LOSS OF OR DAMAGE TO PERSONAL PROPERTY. 

 Loss of or damage to any personal property which belongs to FFN, or which FFN places 

or moves on the Premises, in the building, or on the property on which the Premises are located, 

shall be at the risk of FFN. The City shall not be responsible for any injury to any person related 

to FFN’s use of its property or damage to FFN’s property, including, but not limited to, injury or 

damages arising from the bursting or leaking of water pipes.  

 13.       COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS. 

            FFN shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, County, and City laws, ordinances, 

rules and regulations affecting or respecting the use or occupancy of the Premises and the 

building and property upon which the Premises are located.  FFN shall comply with all 

applicable rules, which have been or may be adopted hereafter by the City.   

14.       HOLDING OVER. 

           a. Upon expiration of the lease, FFN’s continued possession of the Premises without 

the City’s permission shall be a default and the City shall be entitled to seek all legal and 

equitable remedies available to it.  Prior to any treatment of FFN as a holdover tenant without 

permission, the City shall give ten (10) days written notice of the City’s intent to invoke its rights 

contained in this subparagraph and to collect two times the Monthly Rent. 

b. If FFN breaches this Agreement other than the nonpayment of rent, and the City 

gives ten (10) days written notice to FFN to either cure the material breach or surrender 

possession of the Premises, if FFN holds over after ten (10) days without curing the breach or 

surrendering possession, the City shall be entitled to seek all legal or equitable remedies 

available to it. 
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15.       QUIET ENJOYMENT.         

            FFN, upon paying the sums herein, and keeping and performing the covenants of this 

Agreement, shall peacefully and quietly hold, occupy, and enjoy the Premises during the 

Agreement Term or any renewal thereof without any hindrance or molestation by the City or any 

persons lawfully claiming under the City. 

16.       ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING. 

            a.         FFN shall not assign this Agreement nor sublet all or any part of the Premises 

without first securing the City’s written consent.  Such consent shall be in the sole discretion of 

City Council.  No assignment or sublease shall relieve the successor, assignor or sublessor of any 

obligation of this Agreement. 

            b.         If City Council consents to an assignment or subletting, the assignee or sublessee 

shall first be obligated in writing to assume all the obligations of FFN under this Agreement and 

FFN shall, for the full term of this Agreement or any extensions or renewal thereof, continue to 

be jointly and severally liable with such assignee or sublessee for the payment of rent, shared 

expenses, and additional rent and the performance of all obligations required of FFN under this 

Agreement.  

            c.         The consent of City Council to any assignment or subletting shall not constitute a 

waiver of the necessity for such consent to any subsequent assignment or subletting. 

17. FIXTURES AND ALTERATIONS.  

           a.         FFN covenants and agrees that all fixtures, equipment and improvements on the 

Premises, owned by the City or acquired with the City’s funds, and all replaced fixtures, 

equipment, and property replaced by FFN under paragraph 11, including but not limited to all 

plumbing, and lighting, whether or not attached to or affixed to the Premises, the building, or the 

property upon which the Premises are located, shall be and remain the sole property of the City 

upon the expiration of the term of this Agreement.       

b.        FFN shall not, without the City’s prior written consent, add additional buildings to 

the Premises or any part of the property on which the Premises are located, attach any permanent 

fixtures in or to the Premises or any part of the Premises, building, or property on which the 

Premises are located, or change, alter or make additions to the Premises, building, or any part of 

the property on which the Premises are located; nor shall FFN overload the floor, install any 

permanent construction or deface the Premises or any part of the property on which the Premises 

are located.  FFN may not install temporary fixtures, dividers or walls and repurpose rooms 

within the Premises or any part of the property on which the Premises are located without prior 

written consent of the City. Any attached fixtures or any alterations, additions or improvements 

made or attached by FFN upon the property shall, on the expiration or termination of the 

Agreement, if requested by the City, be promptly removed at FFN’s expense and the Premises 

restored by FFN at its expense to its original condition, ordinary wear and tear excepted.  Upon 

the expiration or termination of this Agreement, the City shall take title and possession of any 

attached fixtures or alterations, additions or improvements made or attached by FFN and not 

removed pursuant to this subparagraph. 
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            c.         Notwithstanding the above, FFN may install such exterior signs as to notify the 

public of the identity of the facility, and may from time to time erect such signage as is deemed 

reasonably necessary to inform the public of the facility and may post signs for the safe parking 

of vehicular or pedestrian access and provide appropriate illumination.  All signs must be in 

compliance with the City of Dunnellon Code of Ordinances and any necessary permits must be 

obtained prior to installation or erection. 

18.       REDELIVERY OF PREMISES. 

            FFN, upon the expiration of the Lease, shall deliver up the Premises in as good order and 

condition as it is at the signing of this Agreement, reasonable use and ordinary wear and tear 

thereof and damage by fire or other unavoidable casualty, condemnation or appropriation 

excepted, and FFN shall promptly surrender all keys to the Premises and the building in which 

the Premises are located to the City.  FFN shall be responsible for any damage caused to the 

Premises by its officers, agents, employees, volunteers, guests and invitees whether through 

negligence or intentional acts or omissions.   

19.       CLEANLINESS OF PREMISES.  

            FFN will keep the interior of the Premises clean and will store all refuse or trash in or on 

the Premises in refuse containers provided by the City.  Hazardous materials are not permitted 

anywhere on the Premises or in the building or on the property on which the Premises are 

located. 

20.       ACCESS BY THE CITY. 

            a. FFN shall not change the locks of the building in which the Premises are located 

or interfere in any way to the City’s access to property or the building in which the Premises are 

located.  

b. The City may inspect, enter, and make such repairs to the Premises pursuant to 

paragraph 11 of this Agreement or as the City may reasonably desire at all reasonable times, 

provided the City gives reasonable advance notice to FFN.  In so doing, the City will not 

interfere with FFN’s right to use the Premises.   

21.      FIRE OR OTHER CASUALTY. 

a.         In the event that the Premises, building, or property upon which the Premises are 

located is damaged or destroyed by fire, flood, windstorm, hurricane, earth movement, or other 

casualty, FFN shall notify the City in writing within seven (7) days of the damage or destruction, 

such notification including what, if any, emergency work has already been completed.  No 

repairs or reconstruction of any type, other than temporary emergency work to prevent further 

damage to and to protect public safety, shall be undertaken by FFN without the City’s prior 

written approval.    

 b.         In the event the Premises or any portion of the property or building in which the 

Premises are located are damaged to an extent that would render the Premises uninhabitable or 

would require repair or replacement costs totaling more than thirty percent of the tax-appraised 

value of the applicable structures, the City shall assess the nature and extent of the damage, the 
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availability of insurance proceeds and the feasibility of restoring or reconstructing the Premises.  

After assessing the nature and extent of the damage and the availability of insurance proceeds, 

City Council may, in its sole discretion, determine if the Premises or any portion of the property 

or building in which the Premises are located shall be repaired or restored.  Upon determining 

that the Premises or any portion of the property or building in which the Premises are to be 

repaired or restored, the City Council shall notify FFN of such determination in writing.  If City 

Council determines not to repair or restore the Premises or any portion of the property or 

building in which the Premises are to be repaired or restored, the City shall provide FFN with a 

reasonable opportunity to secure funding to conduct the appropriate repair or restoration to the 

Premises or any portion of the property or building in which the Premises are to be repaired or 

restored, in order to conduct repairs or restoration in a manner that complies with all applicable 

codes and regulations.  In the event that the City Council determines not to repair or restore the 

Premises or any portion of the property or building in which the Premises are located thereof and 

FFN is unable or unwilling to conduct the repair or restoration within a reasonable time, the City 

may terminate this Agreement as to any portion of any buildings or structures, or any portions 

thereof rendered uninhabitable.  

22. LIENS. 

 FFN agrees to keep the Premises, building, and property on which the Premises are 

located free and clear of any lien or encumbrance of any kind whatsoever created by FFN’s acts 

or omissions. FFN shall indemnify and defend the City against any claim or action brought to 

enforce any lien imposed on the City’s property because of FFN’s negligent acts or omissions. 

FFN shall have ten (10) days after receiving notice of any such lien or encumbrance to have such 

removed. If FFN fails to have such removed within that time, FFN shall be in material breach of 

this Agreement.  

23.       REMEDIES FOR FAILURE TO PAY. 

            All rent, utilities, expenses, insurance, or other sums payable by FFN as required by this 

Agreement are agreed to constitute the rental payment obligation of FFN.  If any such amount is 

not paid on or before the tenth day after which it becomes due, the City shall have the option to: 

             a.        Terminate this Agreement, resume possession of the Premises for its own account 

and recover immediately from FFN the difference between the total amount due and the total 

amount already paid by FFN; or 

             b.        Resume possession and re-lease or rent the property for the remainder of the term 

for the account of FFN, and recover from FFN at the end of the term or at the time each payment 

of rent comes due under this Agreement, as the City may choose, the difference between the 

amount due pursuant to the Agreement and the amount received on the re-leasing or renting; or 

             c.        Pursue any other remedy allowed by law. 

24.       REMEDIES FOR BREACH OF AGREEMENT. 

            If either the City or FFN shall fail to perform, or shall breach any term of this Agreement 

other than failure to pay rent, and such failure or breach continues for ten (10) days after written 
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notice thereof to the other given, said party may terminate this Agreement in whole or in part as 

described in this Agreement.   

 It is expressly recognized by the parties that a breach of this Agreement involving the 

Premises, the property, or the building in which the Premises are located shall constitute a breach 

of the entire Agreement.  In the event of such breach and after notice and failure to cure as 

provided above, the non-breaching party, at its sole option, may terminate this Agreement as it 

applies to the property or properties as to which the breach occurred or, in the alternative, may 

terminate this Agreement in its entirety provided such termination in the entirety is not 

unreasonable in comparison to the breach committed. 

25.   NO LIABILITY OR MONETARY REMEDY.   

 The parties hereby acknowledges and agree that, except as expressly provided in this 

Agreement, neither party shall bear liability for any direct, indirect or consequential damages. 

Except where monetary damages are expressly provided for herein, neither party shall be entitled to 

seek monetary damages for breach of this Agreement and the sole remedy available for breach shall 

be an action for specific performance. 

26.       TERMINATION.  

a. Prior to expiration of the Lease, in the event the City Council determines that it no 

longer serves a valid public purpose to lease the Premises to FFN and that public policy requires 

that the Lease must be terminated, the City shall provide FFN sixty (60) days’ written notice of 

its intent to terminate this Lease Agreement.  

b. FFN may terminate the Lease prior to its expiration by giving the City at least 

sixty (60) days’ written notice of its intent to terminate.  

c. In addition to the remedies set forth in other sections of this Agreement, the City 

shall have the right and option to terminate this Agreement, said termination to be effective 

immediately upon the City’s exercise of such option, in the event of any of the following: FFN is 

adjudicated as bankrupt or insolvent, or takes the benefit of a reorganization against creditors’ 

actions; FFN’s leasehold interest is levied upon and a timely appeal is not filed as to any order or 

judgment ordering such levy; or a receiver is appointed for FFN and a timely appeal is not filed 

as to any order or judgment appointing such receiver.  

27. WAIVER. 

 No act of a party to this Agreement shall be deemed a waiver of any of the party’s rights 

hereunder, unless such waiver is specifically made in writing. A party’s forbearance to enforce 

any rights hereunder or to exercise any available remedy, or to insist upon strict compliance 

herewith, shall not be deemed a waiver or forfeiture of such rights, remedies, or strict 

compliance, nor shall such forbearance stop the party from exercising any available rights or 

remedies or from requiring strict compliance in the future. The City’s acceptance of any late or 

inadequate performance including, but not limited to, late or insufficient payments of rent, shall 

not constitute a waiver or forfeiture of the City’s right to treat such performance as an event of 

default or to require timely and adequate performance in the future. 
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28.       ENTIRE AGREEMENT. 

            This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all 

prior oral or written agreements.  No waiver, modifications, additions or addenda to this 

Agreement shall be valid unless in writing and signed by both the City and FFN. 

29. WAIVER OF JURY TRIAL. 

 FFN hereby waives all right to a jury trial in any action brought to enforce the terms of 

this Agreement or otherwise arising from this Agreement. FFN understand that, as a result of this 

waiver, any judicial action brought in connection with this Agreement shall be decided by a 

judge, and FFN shall have no right to request or require that the action be decided by a jury. 

 

 

30. PARTIES BOUND. 

 This Agreement shall be binding upon and shall inure to the benefit of the heirs, personal 

representatives, successors, and assigns of the parties. In the event the City or any successor-

owner of the Premises shall convey or otherwise dispose of the Premises, all liabilities and 

obligations of the City, or any successor-owner of the City, to FFN under this Agreement shall 

terminate upon such conveyance or disposal and the giving of written notice thereof to FFN. 

31. SURVIVABILITY. 

 The parties agree that all of FFN’s indemnities, representations, and warranties made 

herein shall, to the extent and limits permitted by law, survive the termination or expiration of 

this Agreement and that the termination or expiration hereof shall not release FFN from any 

accrued, unfulfilled or unsatisfied liabilities or obligation.  

32. RECORDATION; COUNTERPARTS. 

 This Agreement shall not be recorded in Land Records of Marion County. This 

Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original. All such 

counterparts together shall constitute one and the same document. 

33. MERGER. 

 No prior or present agreements or representations shall be binding upon the parties unless 

incorporated into this Agreement. No modification or change in this Agreement shall be valid or 

binding upon the parties unless a writing is executed by the parties. 

34.       ATTORNEYS’ FEES AND COURT COSTS. 

            In the event that any party hereto shall bring an action or proceeding for an alleged 

breach of any provision of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover, as 

part of such action or proceeding, reasonable attorneys’ fees, paralegal fees, and court costs at 

both trial and appellate levels.  
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35.       STANDARDS OF CONDUCT. 

FFN shall not discriminate on the grounds of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin 

in the performance of work under this Agreement or violate any laws pertaining to civil rights, 

equal protection or discrimination. 

 36.       CONTROLLING LAWS AND VENUE.  

            This Agreement is to be governed by the laws of the State of Florida.  Venue for any 

legal proceeding related to this Agreement shall be in Marion County, Florida. 

37. AUTHORITY TO BIND. 

 The person signing this Agreement on behalf of FFN certifies that (s)he has the authority 

to bind FFN to the terms of this Agreement. 

 

38. SEVERABILITY. 

If any paragraph, subparagraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Lease Agreement is 

held to be invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, that holding in no 

way affects the remaining portions of this Lease Agreement, to the extent that the portion 

declared to be invalid is severable from the remaining Agreement. 

39. RADON GAS. 

 Radon is a naturally occurring radioactive gas that, when it has accumulated in a building 

in sufficient quantities may present health risks to persons who are exposed to it over time.  

Levels of radon that exceed Federal and State guidelines have been found in buildings in Florida.  

Additional information regarding radon and radon testing may be obtained from your County 

Health Department. 

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, by Resolution of the City Council, the City has caused this 

Agreement to be executed in its name by its Mayor and attested by its City Clerk, and FFN has 

caused this Agreement to be signed in its name by its CEO and attested by two witnesses.  The 

undersigned have all necessary power, authority and capacity to enter into this Agreement and to 

bind their respective corporations.  The execution and delivery of this Agreement, and this 

transaction have been duly authorized by all necessary corporate action on the part of the City 

and FFN.

DUNNELLON CITY COUNCIL IS REQUESTING YOUR OPINION 

 
Background Information 
 
The General Fund of the City of Dunnellon pays for all services provided to citizens except for 
water/sewer services. Revenues used to pay for all services come from tax payers, and other fees and 
charges for services by the City. 
 
For many years, the City of Dunnellon has had a major shortage of revenues to adequately finance 
and support all the services currently being provided to our citizens. The City has had large operating 
losses for several years, and has drained capital reserves to cover those losses. 
 
With no operating profit and the depletion of capital reserves, the City cannot provide adequate 
capital support for all the services being provided. 
 
In addition to inadeqate revenues being generated to cover the services being provided, the City has 
outstanding debt obligations of $20 million dollars to be paid from tax revenues, which makes the 
problem of what to pay for, and when, even worse. 
 
These systemic issues have brought about the need to consider major changes in how services are 
delivered to all citizens. The City Council would like for registered voters and taxpayers to use your 
voice and please give us your opinion as to how we deal with these financial problems, by responding 
to the questions on the backside of this questionnaire.  Please feel free to contact your City Council 
members if you have any questions at http://www.dunnellon.org.  
 
Current options being considered: 
 
1. The City has the ability to increase ad valorem millage rates from the current 7.5 mills to a 
maximum of 10 mills. Each increase of 1 mill equates to about $145,000.00. 
 
A 2.5 mill increase would equate to a tax increase up to 33% for current taxpayers. 
 
2. The City’s police department must be paid through ad valorem taxes and other city revenues. The 
City of Dunnellon could opt to use the Marion County Sheriff’s Department for law enforcement 
coverage and eliminate the city police department. Citizens would pay the same countywide 
assessment for these services as other county residents. 
 
The expected annual cost to fund the City’s police department would be $605,334 (includes 
estimated 5 year capital expenses excluding plans for a new facility) and require 4.175 mills in 
ad valorem taxes to cover the cost. This equates to an annual average cost per taxpayer of $413.     
 
Dunnellon Police Department average high priority response time is 3.30 minutes. 
 
The expected annual cost for Marion County Sheriff coverage for a residential property would be 
an ad valorem MSTU charge of 3.47 mills times your assessed property value.   A residential 
property assessed at $72,120 would have an annual charge of $250.26.    
 
Marion County Sheriff average high priority response time is 10.05 minutes.

3. The City of Dunnellon could institute a non-ad valorem fire assessment fee within the City, which 
would increase the number of payers to cover the operating costs of fire/rescue services. Currently, 
just taxpayers fund all the cost.  
 
The expected annual costs necessary to fund the Dunnellon fire/rescue effort  would be $442,568 
(includes estimated 5 year capital expenses excluding plans for a new facility) and require 3.052 
mills in ad valorem taxes to cover the cost. This equates to an average annual cost per taxpayer 
of $302.  This cost could be lower if the City implemented a non-ad valorem fire assessment fee 
because the cost would be shared among approximately 126 more users and it has been 
estimated it could be approximately $270 per resident. 
 
Dunnellon’s fire/rescue average response time is 3 minutes. 
 
4. The City of Dunnellon could opt to use Marion County Fire/Rescue services and eliminate the 
fire/rescue services within the city. Dunnellon citizens would pay the same countywide non-ad 
valorem assessment fee and ad valorem MSTU for EMS for these services as other county residents. 
 
The expected annual cost of Marion County residential non-ad valorem fire assessment fee 
would be $172.90 plus an ad valorem MSTU charge of .77 mills (times your assessed property 
value) for Emergency Medical Services (EMS).   A residential property assessed at $72,120 would 
have an EMS charge of $55.53.  The total annual charge for residential fire and EMS would be 
$228.43.   
 
Marion County fire/rescue response time for first responder in Dunnellon (Rural Classification) 
is 13.46 minutes 90% of the time.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Dunnellon believes that it is in the best 

interest of the City to update its Code regarding elections in order to comply with State Law and 
to operate in harmony with the schedule of the Marion County Supervisor of Elections. 

 
LESIGLATIVE UNDERSCORING:  Underlined words constitute additions to the City of 
Dunnellon City Code, strikethrough constitutes deletions from the original, and asterisks (***) 
indicate an omission from the existing text which is intended to remain unchanged.  
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of 
Dunnellon, Florida, as follows:  
 
SECTION 1.  The above recital (Whereas clause) is hereby adopted as the legislative finding, 
purpose and intent of the City Council. 
 
SECTION 2.  Chapter 26, of the City of Dunnellon Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as 
follows:  
 
*** 
Sec. 26-2. - General election.  

(a) A general election shall be held in the city on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in 
November and annually on the same day thereafter.  

(b) The city council shall, at the first regular council meeting held in August July

(c) The successful candidates for city council shall take office and be sworn in at the first 
regular scheduled 

, issue a 
proclamation calling such election.

Sec. 26-4. - Ballots.  

The council city clerk shall cause to be printed on the ballots the names of all persons 
who have qualified as candidates for any office; however, should only one candidate be

qualified, that person shall be deemed to be elected to that seat and no name will appear on the 
ballot for that seat.  

Sec. 26-5. - Certification of election results.  

(a) The city clerk shall present the election returns to the city council, which shall, at the next 
regular or special

meeting following any regular or special election, declare the results of the 
election. The results of the election as declared by the city council shall be recorded in the 
minutes of the meeting showing in words and figures the whole number of votes given for 
such office, the names of the persons for whom such votes were given and the number of 
votes given for each person for such office.  

SECTION 3.  Severability. The provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable, and 
if any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance shall for any reason be held to be 
invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining sections, 
sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance but they shall remain in effect, it being the 
legislative intent that this Ordinance shall stand notwithstanding the invalidity of any part. 
 
SECTION 4.  Inclusion in the Code. It is the intention of the City Council, and it is 
hereby ordained that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made a part of the 
Code of the City of Dunnellon; that the Sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered or 
relettered to accomplish such intentions; and that the word "Ordinance" shall be changed to 
"Section" or other appropriate word. 

 
SECTION 5.  Repeal of Inconsistent Ordinances.  Any Ordinance in conflict with this 
Ordinance is hereby repealed. 
 
SECTION 6.  Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon adoption at 
the second public hearing.

Training and Certification at no charge, other than a pass through cost for the American Heart 
Association (AHA) Certification Card; and 

 
WHEREAS, the City of Dunnellon Fire Rescue Department provides a CPR Training 

and Certification program in accordance with the American Heart Association Guidelines, 
which includes Heartsaver® CPR, Automatic External Defibrillator (AED) and Basic Life 
Support (BLS) for Healthcare Providers; and 

 
WHEREAS, the absence of an established fee for this service prohibits the City from 

recovering costs associated with providing CPR training; and 

 WHEREAS, taxpayers as a whole should not bear the costs of services which the City 
performs for the benefit of individuals or entities, and Florida law discourages the same.

WITHLACOOCHEE RIVER BASIN  
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMPACT 

 
WHEREAS, Florida is underlain with a platform bedrock, originally part of the African 

tectonic plate prior to the breakup of Pangea, and is unique in North America with more 
than two hundred fifty million years of limestone deposits including up to 20,000 feet of 
buildup; and 

 
WHEREAS, Florida's limestone formations have been and remain highly sensitive to 

natural phenomena and man-made influences resulting in a vast network of billions of miles 
of small and large underground solution tubes, conduits, caves and caverns receiving, 
transporting, storing, and expelling water throughout the State; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Withlacoochee River is one of the largest riverine basins in the state 

of Florida, and serves as the host for recreation and significant economic enterprise; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Withlacoochee River Basin represents twenty seven percent of the 

land area comprised by seven county jurisdictions and contains vast areas of wetlands, many 
springs and lakes, and serves to moderate regional Gulf of Mexico estuarine environments; 
and 
 

WHEREAS, the Withlacoochee River Basin encompass hundreds of siphons and 
swallets, many miles of underground rivers and underwater caves, hundreds of Karst 
windows, innumerable springs including Rainbow Springs and Gum Slough Springs as well as 
thousands of miles of hiking, biking, and horseback riding greenways and trails, paddling 
rivers, lakes and waterways with an abundance of colorful flora and vibrant fish and fauna; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, the Withlacoochee River Basin and adjacent regions have numerous 

outdoor recreation businesses and member organizations which attract millions of outdoor 
recreation tourists and account for well over a billion dollars of revenue yearly, and with 
access and infrastructure improvements would triple, quadruple or more the annual visitors  
and revenues within five to eight years; and 

 
WHEREAS, the municipalities and counties of the Withlacoochee River Basin 

represent an economically depressed region with some of the State's highest unemployment 
rates, the lowest per capita incomes, the highest incidence of health issues and the lowest 
quality of available healthcare; and 

 
 
 
 
 



 

WHEREAS, identifying and improving Municipal, County, and State greenway and trail 
assets and infrastructures throughout the region and supplementing awareness of, access to, 
and use of world renown natural resources for recreation and tourism related activities 
would create vast economic opportunities across the region, increase per capita incomes  and 
dramatically improve healthcare outcomes; and 

 
 

WHEREAS, the signatories of the Withlacoochee River Basin Economic Development 
Compact have independently taken steps to enhance and improve greenway and trail 
properties and related infrastructure including awareness of, access to, and use world 
renown natural assets for recreation and tourism related activities, all parties recognize that 
coordinated and collective action on this, the defining issue for the Withlacoochee River Basin 
in the 21st Century will best serve the region and its citizens. 

 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SIGNATORIES OF THE 
WITHLACOOCHEE RIVER BASIN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT 
COMPACT: 

 
SECTION 1: That each Signatory shall work in close collaboration with the aforementioned 
Signatories of the Withlacoochee River Basin Economic Development Compact to develop a 
joint policy position defining the unique and sensitive nature of the Withlacoochee River 
Basin and its natural assets, the need to protect the Withlacoochee River Basin from negative 
manmade influences while continuing to enhance and supplement awareness of, access to, 
and use of its natural assets, and to upgrade and improve the regional greenways and trails 
infrastructure. 

 
SECTION 2: That each Signatory shall work in close collaboration with the aforementioned 
Signatories of the Withlacoochee River Basin Economic Development Compact to develop a 
Strategic Plan which recognizes all existing outdoor recreation greenways and trails whether 
for hiking, biking, horseback riding, paddling, touring, or other purposes, highlight all gaps 
between existing trails, natural assets and area attractions, identify needed hardcopy and 
digital literature of local and regional greenways and trails, classify missing signage, parking, 
and related infrastructure, and facilitates access to area dining, lodging, product and fuel 
businesses as well as emergency services. 

 
SECTION 3: That each Signatory shall work in close collaboration with the aforementioned 
Signatories of the Withlacoochee River Basin Outdoor Recreation Compact to develop an 
Action Plan based on the Strategic Plan, understanding that no Signatory will work at cross 
purposes with the other Signatories. The Action Plan could, at a minimum, include the 
following components: 

 
a. Identify and prioritize all greenway and trail missing links and connectors including 

schedule and budget estimates for each item as well as the responsible private or 
government jurisdiction; 

 
b. Identify and prioritize all missing and needed signage, parking, trailhead and access point 

infrastructure including schedule and budget estimates for each item as well as the 
responsible private or government jurisdiction; 

 



 

c. Develop a Withlacoochee River Basin, region-wide, integrated information infrastructure 
including schedule and budget estimates for each item as well as the responsible private 
or government jurisdiction; 

 
d. Work with appropriate State Agencies to develop and implement a Withlacoochee River 

Basin region-wide recreation and tourism promotion and marketing program. 
 

SECTION 4: That each Signatory shall work in close collaboration with the aforementioned 
Signatories of the Withlacoochee River Basin Economic Development Compact to develop 
Legislative and budgetary recommendations for local Governments throughout the 
Withlacoochee River Basin. 
 
SECTION 5: That each Signatory shall work in close collaboration with the aforementioned 
Signatories of the Withlacoochee River Basin Economic Development Compact to develop 
Legislative and budgetary recommendations for greenways and trails infrastructure 
expansion  and maintenance  as well  as the  preservation and restoration of the waters  and 
aquifer of the Withlacoochee River Basin to the State of Florida. 
 
SECTION 6: That each Signatory shall work in close collaboration with the aforementioned 
Signatories of the Withlacoochee River Basin Economic Development Compact to develop 
Legislative and budgetary recommendations for greenways and trails infrastructure 
expansion and preservation as well as the restoration and preservation of water quantity and 
quality within the Withlacoochee River Basin and adjacent regions to the United States 
Government. 

 
SECTION 7: That each Signatory shall work in close collaboration with the aforementioned 
Signatories of the Withlacoochee River Basin Economic Development Compact to host on an 
annual basis an Outdoor Recreation Summit which focuses on enhancing and preserving the 
natural assets of the region while facilitating region-wide modernization, economic  growth 
and job creation.
